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Webb Excels In Fourth Season With LMU

Senior Marlee Webb Shooting Her Way

to the Record Books With the Lions

M ost people, it faced with be-

ing on the verge ol becoming
LMU women's basketball's all-time
assist leader, might be ecslatic or
boastful. Not Mariee Webb. About
to break the record of 429 career
assists, Webb responds modestly
10 questions about the record with
a shy smile. *It's kind of cool,” she
remarks.

Webb also is among career lead-

ers in games played, scoring aver-
age, points, steals, free throws,
and three-point field goals. Her
other accolades include being a
two-time West Coast Conference
(WCC) scholar-athlete and, most
recently, being named the WCC
Player of the Month for December.
But all of her accomplishments do
not faze Webb. “l just love playing
basketball. It's abig partof my life,”
she explains.

To understand Webb's success
at LMU, one must first understand
her background. Maree Joy Webb
was born on December 24, 197310
Brian and Lila Webb. Webb's fa-
ther is sell-employed, while her
mother is a teacher. She also has
a sister, Natalie, who is a seniorin
high school

Growing up her entire life in EI

Paso, Texas, Webb began playing
basketball in the fitth grade. She

vividly remembers altending a bas-
ketball game at the University of
Texas at El Paso (UTEP) which
inspired her to pursue the sport.
With this inspiration, Webb began
\o play basketball. As she de-

scribes i, “| loved the game ever
since the moment | began playing
| Ay

Webb altended Hanks High
Schoolin El Paso, where she eamed
three varsity letters, including two
all-5A District MVP honors her jun-
lor and senior seasons. Playing

mostly shooting guard in high school,
Webb helped lead her team to a 25-
1 record and the second round of
the state championship playoffs.
Reflecting on her high school ca-

reer, Webb commented that “we
had good teams and a good pro-
gram. It was a good experience; |
learned a lot."

With her success in high school,
Webb was heavily recruited by dif-
ferentcolleges anduniversities, She
narrowed her choices 1o UTEP, the
University of Texas al San Antonio,
and LMU. Although her decision
was a tough one, Webb explains
that she chose LMU because it pro-
vided a good opportunity for play-

ing basketball and because of the
education she would receive.
Waebb was excited to attend col-

lege in Los Angeles, even though
she admits that she was a bit
shocked by L.A., claiming that it is
“..a totally different world com-
pared to Texas."

Not knowing anyone at LMU be-
fore coming here, Webb found her
team- as her new family. Webb
credits herteammates’ supportand
camaraderie for herrelatively easy
transition to college life. Hopingto
make an impact immediately on
the leam, Webb was thrustinto the
stanting line-up due to an injury
sustained by her teammate Nikki
Rouillard. This experience, Webb
believes, helped her in developing
her leadership role and her feel for
the game.

Webb has started the majority of
her games since her first season.
She has alternated between point
and shooting guard throughout her
career at LMU. In describing the
two positions, Webb says that “they
are two different worlds. Playing
point, | have to get the ball to
others; playing shooting guard, |
have 1o score.” Asked if she pre-
ferred one over the other, Webb
replied thatthey are too ditferentto
rate; she likes them both.

Being a co-captain this year,
Webb has found herself one of the
leaders of a very young team. In
speaking about herleadership role,
Webb explained that as a senior
she knew that she would have to
take charge, along with co-captain
Lianne Ishikawa, on and off the
court, Partof being a leader on the
toam, Webb says, is boing there
forthe younger players off the coun,
as well as leading the team on the
court

Teammate Miki Groholski ech-
oed this sentiment about Webb:

“We [the younger players] can ak
ways rely on Marlee; she’s always
there for us. Onthe cour, Marlee is
a true leader, and we put our faith
and trust in her; we believe in her.”
A tremendous competitor who
hates to lose, Webb had difficuity
playing on losing teams the past two
years. However, she expresses
much enthusiasm about this year's
team and its accomplishments.
Webb points to new head coach
Julie Wilhoit for the change in the
team, "Coach Wilhothas beengreat.
She's a great motivator who keeps
us believing in ourselves and what
we can do.” _When asked
about her fondest memory in her
basketball career, Webb points to
this year's victory over Santa Clara
that broke a twenty-nine game road
conference losing streak. In the
game, Webb scored the game-win-
ning shot after her team rallied from
afifteen-point deficit late inthe game.
With graduation less than three
months away, Webb has begun look-
ing 10 the future. A Psychology
major and History minor, Webb in-
tends to seek a graduate assistant-
ship in coaching at a college or uni-
versity. Herultimate goalisto some-
day be a head coach. Webb would
like to stay in LA, after she gradu-
ates, but eventually, she says, she
would like to retum to Texas.
Thinking about the future also
makes Webb somewhat reminiscent:
“I'm really going to miss basketball,
and I'm going 1o miss LMU, ooz the

people, my friends, my teammates.™\_
